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File Format

 All art �les sent to Markham Bailey must be .EPS or Encapsulated PostScript �les.  
Markham Bailey recommends using Adobe Illustrator to design and save all art �les as 
.EPS �les.  
 Simply press “Shift” + “Control” + “S” to bring up the “Save As”menu and select
 “Illustrator EPS” from the list of �le extensions.  On a Mac, press “Shift”+”Command”+”S” to 
bring up the “Save As” menu.  

 In order to maintain the high quality imaging that Markham Bailey is known for, 
all images used in the design of an art �le must have 300 dpi resolution.   Vector graphics 
created within Illustrator have no DPI.  However, images and pictures created in Photoshop, 
or another non-vector graphics software have a DPI value which is easily adjusted.  
 To adjust DPI within Photoshop click the “Image” tab and then click “Image Size”.  In 
the “Resolution” �eld, change the value to 300 pixels/inch and click “OK”.

 Markham Bailey’s four-color process printing requires all art �les to be saved as CMYK.  
Art �les that are saved in RGB format will not maintain the integrity of original design, 
resulting in an inferior and undesirable end product.  
 To make sure that the EPS �le inAdobe Illustrator is in the proper color mode, click the 
“File” tab, then “Document Color Mode”, then select “CMYK Color”. 

 When creating an art �le, the art board should be adjusted to �t as closely around the 
label as possible.  Having an art �le that is either too large or too small will result in 
improper sizing for the end product.  To ensure that the �nal product is the proper size, 
it is necessary to create the art �le at actual size with an art board that tightly �ts the image.
 To adjust the art board from Illustrator, press “Shift”+”O” and the art board will be the 
only object selected.  Then simply drag the edges of the art board as closely to the image as 
possible without overlapping.  If there is any overlap or too much room, the label will not
print properly.
